This means, hopefully, that we  
will receive even more sponsorship for rosettes and therefore be able to  maintain our  
usual high standards of rosette despite the effect of inflation and increased numbers of  
rosettes being required to due split classes, etc. 
 
You do not have to enter the Show to sponsor a set of rosettes, indeed, if you cannot  
enter but still wish to support us, this is an excellent way of doing so. 
 
To sponsor a set or sets of rosettes will cost  £5.00 per set of four rosettes for most   
Classes but £10.00 per set for Open Classes, Best of Colour rosettes and Grand Challenge Classes.  
Olympian, Imperial & Grand rosettes can be sponsored for £5 each. 
 
You can sponsor as many sets as you wish and your  name will appear in the show  catalogue  
against  the Class(es) sponsored.  You may also, if you wish, sponsor the set(s) in  
memory or in honour of a cat, other pet, person etc. 
 
To sponsor a set, or sets, of rosettes, simply complete the form below and send it, 
together with your payment along with your entry. If you are not entering the show  but  
still wish  to sponsor rosettes then just send the form and payment  to us. 
 
This is a very helpful, yet simple and inexpensive form of sponsorship, and every set  
sponsored means more money left over for our Welfare Trust. 
 
We will, wherever possible operate a "first come first served " basis with the proviso  
that  people who have donated trophies will always be given first refusal on the Class  
for which their trophy(ies) were donated.
